
MINUTES

MONTGOMERY COUNTY COMMISSIONER MEETING

MONDAY, MAY 21, 2018
The Montgomery County Commissioners met in regular session on Monday, May 21, 2018 at 8:00 am at the Montgomery County Courthouse, 100 E. Main Street – Room 103, Crawfordsville, Indiana.
Present were Board members Commissioner James Fulwider, Commissioner Phil Bane and Commissioner John Frey.  Also present Board Attorney Dan Taylor; Auditor Jennifer Andel; Building Administrator Marc Bonwell;  EMA Director Shari Harrington; and Health Administrator Amber Reed. 
I.   Call to Order:
Commissioner Board President James Fulwider called the meeting to order @ 8:00 am and led the Pledge of Allegiance and Mike Fruits led the prayer.  
II.    Public Comment:
Bill Milam read a statement to the record.  {See Attached}
Kara McCauley relayed her safety issues and concerns on CR425E which is being used as a detour during the SR47N Bridge construction project.  Ms. McCauley stated that it is not safe to run and bike on the road due to the heavy traffic and requested reduced speed limit signs and center lane striping.

Commissioner Bane moved to accept all three bituminous bids received and seconded by Commissioner  Bane.  Motion passed 3-0.

A.  USI Consultants, Inc. – Roadway Asset Management – Commissioner Bane moved to approve the USI Consultants, Inc. Road Asset Management  Agreement and seconded by Commissioner Frey.  Motion passed 3-0.  {See Attached}
B.  Peters Municipal Consultants, LTD Engagement Agreement – Commissioner Frey moved to approve the Peters Municipal Consultant Agreement to develop a 5-year Fiscal Plan for the Highway Department and seconded by Commissioner Bane.  Motion passed 3-0.  {See Attached}
C.  USI Consultants, Inc. – Engineering Study – CR200S (CR250E to Nucor Rd) & CR250E (CR150S to CR200S)

Commissioner Bane moved to approve the USI Consultants, Inc. Engineering Study – CR200S (CR250E to Nucor Rd) & CR250E (CR150S to CR200S) and seconded by Commissioner Frey.  Motion passed 3-0.  {See Attached}
D.  USI Consultants, Inc. – Engineering Study – CR150S (Ladoga Rd to Nucor Rd) – 

Commissioner Bane moved to approve the USI Consultants, Inc. Engineering Study – CR150S (Ladoga Rd to Nucor Rd) and seconded by Commissioner Frey.  Motion passed 3-0. {See Attached}
E.  United Consulting – CR650N Engineer’s Report – Local Trax Rail Overpass Program – Commissioner Frey moved to approve the United Consulting – CR650N Engineer’s Report – Local Trax Rail Overpass Program and seconded by Commissioner Bane.  Motion passed 3-0.  {See Attached}
F.  United Consulting – Memorial Drive (Extension) Engineer’s Report – Commissioner Bane moved approve the  United Consulting – Memorial Drive (Extension) Engineer’s Report and seconded by Commissioner Frey.  Commissioner Fulwider stated he would have a hard time supporting the project given that the City will not support the project.  Motion passed 2-1.  2 votes in favor (Bane & Frey); 1 vote against (Fulwider).  
G.  2018 50/50 Dust Program Agreement w/Property Owners – Commissioner Frey moved to approve the 2018 50/50 Dust Program Agreement w/Property Owners and seconded by Commissioner Bane.  {See Attached}
H.  Chief Probation Officer Andria Geigle IDOC Grant Award –  The West Central Regional has been awarded a grant from the Indiana Deparatment of Correction in the amount of $1,373,963, as a result of the award, Montgomery County will receive $190,924 which includes salary and benefits to add a case manager and the County Council approved the grant at their May meeting.  Commissioner Bane moved to approve the IDOC Grant in the amount of $190,924 and seconded by Commissioner Frey.  Motion passed 3-0.
I.   City-County Cooperation Agreement – Street Sweeper Services – The City agrees to maintain and furnish street-sweeping services during the 3-year term of the agreement.  Commissioner Bane moved to approve the City-County Cooperation Agreement and seconded by Commissioner Frey.  Motion passed 3-0.  {See Attached}
J.  HWC Engineering Contract Addendum #3 – Courthouse Clock Tower Project – HWC incurred additional coordination time was incurred between bidding and actual notice to proceed while additional funds were being raised.  The additional time was needed to work with the contractor to maintain the bid past the bid holding period.  Commissioner Bane moved to approve HWC Engineering Contract Addendum #3 and seconded by Commissioner  Frey.  Motion passed 3-0.  {See Attached}
K.  Brandt Construction Change Order #3 – Courthouse Clock Tower Project – The contractor was required to complete testing of new anchors as a part of the bid.  Initial tests resulted in failures which required additional steel and retests.  The additional cost for the steel and to retest is $4,612.  Commissioner Bane moved to approve Brandt Construction Change Order #3 and seconded by Commissioner Frey.  Motion passed 3-0.  {See Attached}
L.  Deckard Engineering/Surveying Work Order Agreement – Former Montgomery County Landfill – The Former Montgomery County Landfill is owned by the City and the County and any costs incurred are shared on a 50/50 split.  Commissioner Frey moved to approve Deckard Engineering/Surveying Work Order Agreement and seconded by Commissioner Bane.  Motion passed 3-0.  {See Attached}
M.  Covered Bridge Certification Request – Commissioner Bane moved to approve the 2018 Covered Bridge Certification and seconded by Commissioner Frey.  Motion passed 3-0.
N.  Resolution 2018-7 – Requesting the Expansion of Service Territory of the Montgomery County Regional Sewer Board – Commissioner Bane moved to approve Resolution 2018-7 and seconded by Commissioner Frey.  Motion passed 3-0.  {See Attached}
O.  County Employee Health Insurance Contracts – Employee Health & Welfare Benefit Plan Claims Administration Agreement; GPA Nurse Navigator Addendum; Addendum #1 Claims & Administration Agreement; Application for Stop Loss Insurance; Business Associate Agreement-One Call Medical, Inc.; Business Associate Agreement-The Phia Group, LLC – Commissioner Bane moved to approve all of the County Employee Health Insurance Contracts as presented and seconded by Commissioner Frey.  Motion passed 3-0.
IX.         Other Business:

Suspension of Rules – CR425E -  Commissioner Fulwider moved to suspend the rules to add CR425E and seconded by Commissioner Bane.  Motion passed 3-0.  

Commissioner Fulwider moved to temporarily reduce the speed limit on CR425E from SR32E to SR47S at Garfield to 40 miles per hour and seconded by Commissioner Bane.  Commissioners requested that the posting of the temporary stop signs be a priority.  EMA Director Harrington offered to place a mobile message board at SR47S and SR32E.  Attorney Taylor will prepare an Ordinance Declaring an Emergency and Imposing a Speed Limit on CR435E.  Motion passed 3-0.

June 11, 2018 Commissioner Meeting Location Change – Commissioner Fulwider moved to move the June 11, 2018 @ 8:00 am Commissioner meeting to City Hall and seconded by Commissioner Bane.  Motion passed 3-0.

Commissioner Frey reported at the last County Council meeting representatives from Lake Holiday requested help with funding road repairs.  Commissioner Frey suggested the County do some work on the outer roads of Lake Holiday.

Commissioner Frey stated he recently met with Mayor Barton interviewing high school kids asking if they could be part of the local government process.  Six students will be chosen to address and vote and report their vote.  This will provide a different viewpoint.

IX.   Public Comment: 

Bill Milam commented on the terminology used and the continued concern for the health a safety within a 4-mile radious of communities including aquifers, schools, flicker, falling blades and vibrations . 

Rich Maxwell, Colfax – questioned if Commissioners had looked at the wind turbines manufacture guidelines.

Rick DeWitt questioned the status of the resolution that he introduced to protect property rights.  

County Councilman Don Mills  stated he was greatly disappointed of the amount of people that showed up for the first of three public meetings to discuss the Comprehensive Plan for Montgomery County.  No matter what your opinion may be he urged all citizens to participate.  The next public meeting is scheduled for May 22, 2018 6-8 PM.

David Harrick – AQUO – questioned the proposed noise levels in the proposed amendment to the wind farm ordinance.

County Councilman Gary Booth stated the Comp Plan is important if you are for it or against it.  Boycotting and disrupting is not helping.  The County will have a better plan if everyone participates.
Commissioner Frey stated for clarification, changing on rules on building once any developer starts, can’t change in the middle.

X.    Adjournment
There being no further business, Commissioner Frey moved to adjourn and Commissioner Bane seconded.  Motion passed 3-0.  Meeting adjourned at 9:38 am.
