Accept & Acknowledge Receipt 2022 Sugar Creek Advisory Board Annual Report

Sugar Creek Advisory Board submits the annual report to the County Commissioners, as required by the Sugar Creek Advisory Ordinance.  

INDOT Contract with Reith-Riley for CCMG Project - $1,214,158.05 Total Cost of the Project

Montgomery County was awarded $999,542.03 from the State of Indiana.  The County's match for the project is $249,885.51.  Approximately 6.678 miles will be paved including: CR500S from SR231 to SR47; CR100W from New Market limits to CR500S; CR500E from CR300N to SR47; CR200E from CR150S to Elmore Street; Traction Road from CR400E to City Limits; and CR300S from SR47 to US231.

A Proclamation - Week of the Young Child - April 1-7, 2023

Montgomery County Early Childhood Coalition will be celebrating the Week of the Young Child April 1-7. PUBLIC HEARING:  RE-ESTABLISHING THE CUMULATIVE BRIDGE FUND
Each year, the Board of Commissioners must re-establish the Cumulative Bridge Development Fund and its tax rate of .075 per $100 of Assessed Value. The Cumulative Bridge Fund may be used for expenses related to the construction and repair of bridges.

Final Reading Ordinance 2023-1: Re-Establishing the Cumulative Bridge Fund
Commissioner Guard moved to approve Ordinance 2023-1.  Seconded by Commissioner Frey.  Motion carried 2-0 votes in favor.

NEW BUSINESS

Approving Easement for Relocation of Nucor Drainage Tile into Right of Way
Attorney Taylor stated Nucor Steel will be constructing a new building on their property which will require the relocation of a private drainage tile on their property in to a drainage easement in the right of way of Nucor Road and Ladoga Road. Nucor will be required to maintain the drainage tile. The Redevelopment Authority Board (Authority) has approved the relocation of the drainage tile in to the right of way of Nucor Road since the Authority owns the right of way of Nucor Road. The County leases Nucor Road from the Authority.
Commissioner Guard moved to approve Easement for Relocation of Nucor Drainage Tile into Right of Way.  Seconded by Commissioner Frey.  Motion carried 2-0 votes in favor.
 
Award Quote for Striping Certain County Roads
Highway Director Jake Lough stated two quotes were received:
Traffic Control Specialist - $54,810.32
Indiana Sign & Barricade - $56,940.00
And he is recommending approval of the Traffic Control Specialists quote which is a difference of $2,129.68.  MVH funds will be used to stripe the following roads:
Ladoga road from 150 S to city limits
150 S from 47 to 200 W
700 E from 575 N to 1200 N

Commissioner Guard moved to approve the recommendation of Highway Director Jake Lough and award the bid to Traffic Control Specialist.  Seconded by Commissioner Frey.  Motion carried 2-0 votes in favor.

Montgomery County Jail Health Care Contract with Quality Correctional Care

Sheriff Needham stated this Contract covers services for inmates, fit for confinement, in the jail or in another jurisdiction’s correctional facility at which QCC administers health care services, whether the injury or illness in question occurred before or after incarceration. Services administered for inmates at another correctional facility, for inmates not fit for confinement, for jail personnel, job applicants, and other persons located at the jail site are covered only as specifically set out herein.  The contract has been reviewed by both parties.  Attorney Taylor asked what the term of the agreement is.  Sheriff Needham stated that this is a year to year invoice.
Commissioner Guard moved to approve the Montgomery County Health Care Contract with Quality Correctinal Care.  Seconded by Commissioner Frey.  2-0 votes in favor motion carried.
