The ideal candidate will be able to collaborate with staff and elected officials to accomplish projects and will provide 

professional, objective advice and recommendations.  

The County Engineer is appointed by the Board of Commissioners, reports to the County Administrator and is expected 

to work 37.5 hours a week with the opportunity for a flexible schedule.
