
MINUTES

MONTGOMERY COUNTY COMMISSIONER MEETING

MONDAY, APRIL 23, 2018
The Montgomery County Commissioners met in regular session on Monday, April 23, 2018 at 8:00 am at the Crawfordsville City Building, 300 E Pike Street, 2nd Floor City Council Chambers, Crawfordsville, Indiana.
Present were Board members Commissioner James Fulwider, Commissioner Phil Bane and Commissioner John Frey.  Also present Board Attorney Dan Taylor; Auditor Jennifer Andel; Building Administrator Marc Bonwell;  EMA Director Shari Harrington; and Health Administrator Amber Reed. 
I.   Call to Order:
Commissioner Board President James Fulwider called the meeting to order @ 8:00 am and led the Pledge of Allegiance and Karen Cox led the prayer.  
II.    Public Comment:

No one came forward with a public comment.
III.   Open Bituminous Bids @ 8:00 AM 


County Attorney Dan Taylor opened the 4 bids received:

Commissioner Bane moved to take the bituminous bids under advisement and seconded by Commissioner Frey.  3-0 votes in favor.  Motion passed

IV.    Approval of Minutes – April 9, 2018
Commissioner Bane moved to approve the April 9, 2018 minutes and seconded by Commissioner Frey.  Motion passed 3-0.
V.    Approval of Claims:
Commissioner Bane moved to approve County General - $1,586,296.55 & 4/13/18 Payroll - $342,743.78 and seconded by Commissioner Frey.  Motion passed 3-0.

VI.     Reports from Department Heads & Elected Officials:
Assessor Sherri Bentley – Specifications for Commercial & Industrial Cyclical Reassessment & Appraisal Services – Requested approval to send out Requests for Proposals for commercial and industrial cyclical reassessment and appraisal services.  The four-year proposals will be due on May 11th and opened on May 14th.  Commissioner Frey moved to approve the Assessor’s request and seconded by Commissioner Bane.  Motion passed 3-0.
Form 11’s – Assessor Bentley advised that the Form 11’s will be sent out for the 2018 pay 2019 appeal of values.  

Highway Department – Truck bid recommendation – Commissioner Bane moved to approve the Weirs Option 1 bid of $144,081 and Commissioner Frey seconded.  Motion passed 3-0.

EMA Director Shari Harrington reported that the County is still under a Travel Advisory.  Commissioner Bane moved to lift the Travel Advisory and Commissioner Frey seconded.  Motion passed 3-0.
VII.   New Business:

A.  Resolution 2018-7 – Requesting the Expansion of Service Territory of the Montgomery County Regional Sewer District – Commissioner Bane moved to table Resolution 2018-7 and seconded by Commissioner Frey.  Motion passed 3-0.
B  Workers Compensation Insurance Policy Renewal – NFP Representative Tim McCormick presented the May 1st, 2018 Workers Compensation Policy Renewal with BITCO.  The renewal includes a $1,220 premium increase.  The new annual premium is $101,144.  Commissioner Frey moved to approve the May 1st, 2018 Renewal with BITCO for Workers Compensation Insurance and seconded by Commissioner Bane.  Motion passed 3-0.
VIII.       Other Business:
50/50 Dust Control – Commissioner Bane requested a written agreement with homeowners outlining the process and include a more definitive description.

County Road Thoroughfare Plan – County Engineer Jim Peck will present the County Road Thoroughfare Plan at the May 14th Commissioners meeting.  The Thoroughfare Plan takes a more strategic approach to discover opportunities and prioritize.   


Suspension of Rules – Frost Freeze Law - Commissioner Bane moved to suspend the rules to discuss the current Frost Freeze Law and seconded by Commissioner Frey.  Motion passed 3-0.

Commissioner Bane moved to remove the Frost Freeze Law effective immediately and seconded by Commissioner Frey.  Motion passed 3-0.


Commissioner Bane stated he is not prepared today to vote on the proposed wind farm ordinance and added he has been working on maps of the area outlining five acre radius or less of parcels proposed in the area of the proposed wind farm.  Commissioner Frey stated that the “wind folks” need to meet with the Council to see what the Council is willing to do as far as tax abatement.

IX.   Public Comment: 

Commissioner Fulwider advised, anyone coming forward for public comment will be restricted to 3 minutes. 

Rob Durrett; Brock Irvin and Harold Mennen spoke in favor of wind farms and the importance of renewable energy.  
Rick DeWitt questioned the comp plan being discussed and questioned the status of the resolution that he introduced.  

Mark Barclay, participating landowner requested the Commissioners not amend the current wind farm ordinance.

Miriah Mershon, non-participating landowner questioned who and how the monitoring of the turbines would be handled.  Everett Graham, Josh Bronaugh, Judy Redmond, Jake Oucelt, Corrie Gallapoo and Bill Milam spoke against the windfarms.
X.    Adjournment
There being no further business, Commissioner Frey moved to adjourn and Commissioner Bane seconded.  Motion passed 3-0.  Meeting adjourned at 8:43 am.
