MONTGOMERY COUNTY COMMISSIONER MEETING

MONDAY, JULY 23, 2018
The Montgomery County Commissioners met in regular session on Monday, July 23, 2018 at 8:00 am at the Montgomery County Courthouse, 100 E. Main Street – Room 103, Crawfordsville, Indiana.
Present were Board members Commissioner James Fulwider and Commissioner John Frey.  Also present Board Attorney Dan Taylor; Auditor Jennifer Andel; Building Administrator Marc Bonwell; Highway Director Jeremy Phillips; County Engineer Jim Peck; Treasurer Janet Johnson; E911 Director Beth Sessions; Chief Probation Officer Andria Giegle and Commissioners Executive Assistant Lori Dossett. 
I.   Call to Order:
Commissioner Board President James Fulwider called the meeting to order @ 8:00 am and led the Pledge of Allegiance and Bill Carrington led the prayer.  
II.   Public Hearing Ben Hur Building Proposals for the Repair and Maintenance:

Public Hearing Called to Order @ 8:00 am by Board President James Fulwider.  
One proposal has been submitted by Anderson Partners, LLC., the project has been estimated at a cost of $12.5 million.  Public Hearing Closed @ 8:01 am.
Crawfordsville Mayor Todd Barton advised the Commissioners that the City of Crawfordsville are in support of Anderson Partners, LLC and believe the proposal lays out the best use of the historic building.

A.  Community Day 5K Request – Matt Oates, St. Franciscan Health
The Community Day 5K will take place on Saturday, September 15th from 6:30 am to 10 am.  Mr. Oates requested a one-lane restriction from the back drive of Christi Hubler Chevrolet on North 100 West to about 1182 West 300 North.  Commissioner Fulwider moved to approve the request and seconded by Commissioner Frey.  Motion passed 2-0.
B.  USI Additional Services Supplement 1 – Pavement Asset Management Plan 

County Engineer Jim Peck requested an approval of Supplemental 1 with USI Consultant for Additional Services needed to rate the chip/seal roads.  Commissioner Frey moved to approve the USI Additional Services Supplement 1 and seconded by Commissioner Fulwider.  Motion passed 2-0.

C.  Introduction Ordinance 2018-21 – Establishing the Health Department 2018/2019 Preparedness Grant Fund - $15,475 from the Indiana State Department of Health
D.  Introduction Ordinance 2018-22 – EMA Commissioner Fulwider moved to table the introduction and seconded by Commissioner Frey.  Motion passed 2-0.

E.  Introduction Ordinance 2018-23 – Ordinance Amending Chapter 110: Innkeeper’s Tax

F.  Zimmer Tractor Boom Mower Purchase Order/Rental Agreement – Highway Department

Highway Director Jeremy Phillips stated after review of the quotes he is recommending Zimmer Tractor as part of a Purchasing Membership Association in the amount of $99,000.  Commissioner Frey moved to approve the agreement and seconded by Commissioner Fulwider.  Motion passed 2-0.
X.     Public Comment: 
Deanna Durrett inquired as to the amount of the grants approved in today’s ordinances. 

Andrea Storms requested a reduction in the speed limit on CR700E to the Stockwell Road.  The current speed limit is 50 mph which starts at the bridge.  Commissioners requested that the Highway Department conduct a speed study and report the findings at the next Commissioners meeting.

There being no further business, Commissioner Frey moved to adjourn and Commissioner Fulwider seconded.  Motion passed 2-0.  Meeting adjourned at 8:22 am.
