MONTGOMERY COUNTY COMMISSIONER MEETING

MONDAY, JANUARY 28, 2019
The Montgomery County Commissioners met in regular session on Monday, January 28, 2019 at 8:00 am at the Montgomery County Courthouse, 100 E Main Street-Room 103, Crawfordsville, Indiana.

Present were Board members Commissioner James Fulwider, Commissioner Phillip Bane and Commissioner John Frey.  Also present Board Attorney Dan Taylor; Auditor Jennifer Andel; Building Administrator Marc Bonwell; County Engineer Jim Peck; Highway Director  Jeremy Phillips;  E911 Director Beth Sessions; Assessor Sherri Bentley; Treasurer Heather Laffoon; and Commissioners Executive Assistant Lori Dossett. 
I.   Call to Order:
Commissioner Board President James Fulwider called the meeting to order @ 8:00 am and led the Pledge of Allegiance and Jim Capehart led the prayer.   
II.   Approval of Minutes – January 4, 2019 - Regular Meeting: 
Commissioner Bane moved to approve the January 4, 2019 minutes and seconded by Commissioner Frey.  Motion passed 3-0.
III.  Approval of Claims:

Commissioner Bane moved to approve the accounts payable claims of $3,583,142.38 and payroll claims of 
351,647.73 and seconded by Commissioner Frey.  Motion passed 3-0.

IV.  Determination of Incumbent Members holding over as Members of the Wayne Township 
      Advisory Board:

Attorney Taylor stated Pursuant to I.C. 3-13-10-6.5, the Commissioners are required to publish notice of its 
intent to determine which of two of the three incumbent members of the Wayne Township Advisory Board 
will hold over and the Board published this notice on January 14, 2019.  


Commissioner Frey moved to holdover Randy Perigo and Wayne Nevitt in the Office of Advisory Board 
Member and seconded by Commissioner Bane.  
Motion passed 3-0.

Commissioner Frey moved to approve implementing a Frost Freeze Warning on the following County

A.  2nd Reading Ordinance 2019-1 Ordinance Establishing the 2019 Volunteer Adult Guardianship

Commissioner Frey moved to approve Ordinance 2019-1 as presented and seconded by Commissioner 
Bane.

VII.   New Business:

A.  Resolution 2019-2 – Interlocal Governmental Agreement for the Provision of Emergency 
Communications


Attorney Taylor advised the agreement shall be for four (4) years, commencing March 1, 2019.  



Commissioner Bane moved to approve an Interlocal Government Agreement for the Provision of 
Emergency Communications and seconded by Commissioner Frey.  Motion carried 3-0.

B.  Crawfordsville District Public Library Board Appointment – James Cherry 



Commissioner Frey moved to appoint James Cherry to the Crawfordsville District Public Library - term will 
begin July 1, 2019 for a period of four years and second by Commissioner Bane.  Motion carried 3-0.


C.  Report of Appraisers – County Farm Cash Rent 


Attorney Taylor advised that the Commissioners appointed Assessor Sherri Bentley and Building Administrator 
Marc Bonwell to appraise a fair price per acre for the County Farm.  The average of the two appraisals for the 
minimum bid equaled $232.50.  



Commissioner Frey moved to approve the appraisers estimate of $232.50 per acre and seconded by 
Commissioner Bane.  Motion carried 3-0.

D.  Deckard Engineering/Surveying, P.C. – Bridge & Culvert Replacement 


Attorney Taylor advised he has reviewed the Deckard Proposal and found to items to be replaced and/or 
removed from the agreement.  The agreement calls for a 1.5% interest for all accounts due or a lien.  
Government entities cannot have a lien placed on them.  The limitation of liability should be on Deckard’s 
insurance, not the County.


Commissioner Bane moved to approve the Deckard Engineering/Surveying, P.C. Bridge & Culvert 
Replacement Proposal with the two changes on the contract and seconded by Commissioner Frey.  Motion 
carried 3-0.


E.  Appointment to ERPS Committee 



Commissioner Bane moved to appoint Commissioner Fulwider to the EPRS Committee and seconded by 
Commissioner Frey.  Motion carried 3-0.


F.  Appointment to E911 Governing Board – Greg Morrison


Commissioner Fulwider stated that the Council has recommended Councilman Greg Morrison to serve as the 
Council’s representative on the E911 Governing Board.



Commissioner Bane moved to appoint Councilman Greg Morrison to the E911 Governing Board and 
seconded by Commissioner Frey.  Motion passed 3-0.


G.  HWC Thoroughfare Plan Agreement - $60,000

The Thoroughfare Plan will prioritize where money should be spent on roads.  Attorney Taylor explained, “its for the preparation of a Thoroughfare Plan which a Thoroughfare Plan is a type of Comprehensive Plan.  That Thoroughfare Plan is a pre-requisite of some federal and state funding for roads, so having a that plan completed would put the County in a position to be eligible for additional funding of projects.” Commissioner Frey stated, “The Thoroughfare Plan is an extended process and will be part of the Comprehinsive Plan with a lot of community involvement and input and it will also be a part of the Strategic Plan which the County has completed as well and it is a big deal to get the County roads classified for State and Federal Funding”.  

Commissioner Frey moved to approve the HWC Thoroughfare Plan Agreement and seconded by Commissioner Bane. Commissioner Fulwider asked if there were any questions from the audience and Rick DeWitt stepped forward and stated, “looking at this, the County Engineer is not good enough for this and could not do the Thoroughfare Plan.”  County Engineer Peck explained the County has completed a good part of the work on the Thoroughfare Plan in creating and identifying roads and to fully implement a Thoroughfare Plan which is a type of Comprehensive Plan an engineering firm is needed to complete the process. 
Motion carried 3-0.

H.  2019 Emergency Managament Director Shari Harrington Contract


Commissioner Fulwider stated the EMA Advisory Council have approved the contract to be forwarded to the 
County Commissioners for final approval.



Commissioner Frey moved to approve the 2019 EMA Contract for Shari Harrington in the amount of 
$53,112 and seconded by Commissioner Bane.  Commissioner Fulwider stated that one-half of the salaries paid 
to the EMA Director and Assistant Director are reimbursed by the State of Indiana.  Motion carried 3-0.
VII.  Other Business:


A.  Community Spotlight – Gail Pebworth

Montgomery County Commissioners approved a Proclamation to proclaim Monday, January 28, 2019 to be


Gail Pebworth Day in Montgomery County.  Commissioner Fulwider read the Proclamation into the record:

Whereas, Gail Pebworth and her family came to Montgomery County in 1967, and Gail led the Sugar Creek Swim Club from 1974 to 1987, building the Club into one of Indiana’s strongest community swim programs in Indiana; and

Whereas, Gail also coached the Wabash College Swimming and Diving program from 1984 to 2002.  At Wabash, Gail compiled an amazing 775-112 win-loss record and produced 48 All-Americans, 23 Academic All-Americans, 4 NCAA Postgraduate Scholarship winners and 2 Rhodes Scholarship finalists.  She was named the Wabash College Coach of the Year 7 times and the Indiana Swimming Coach of the Year 2 times.; and


Whereas, in 2012, Gail was honored by the Indiana Humanities as one of 11 Title IX Heroes as part of the celebration of the 40th Anniversary of Title IX; and


Whereas, Gail has also been a leader of the League of Women Voters, a powerful advocate for greater citizen participation in government, a well-known motivational speaker, and an inspiration to many athletes and community leaders seeking excellence in their pursuits; and


Whereas, the citizens of Montgomery County have benefitted greatly from Gail’s service to and contributions in Montgomery County, and the Board of County Commissioners find that Gail should be recognized for her service to Montgomery County.


IT IS, THEREFORE, RESOLVED that in recognition of the service and many accomplishments of Gail Pebworth, January 28, 2019 is hereby proclaimed to be 





Gail Pebworth Day in Montgomery County, Indiana.
