The Montgomery County Commissioners met in regular session on Monday, April 25, 2022 at 8:00 am at the Montgomery County Government Center, 1580 Constitution Row – Room E109, Crawfordsville, Indiana.

Commissioner Guard moved to approve the consent agenda.  Seconded by Commissioner Fulwider.  Motion passed 
3-0 votes in favor.

Public Hearing: Consider a Request to Re-Zone a 2 acre parcel of Real Property from Agricultural to Residential 


Building Administrator Marc Bonwell stated Petitioner Richard Ewoldt filed a Re-Zone request of a 2 acre parcel of 
real property located at 1600 S Block of 325 W from Agricultural to Residential for the Purposes of a new Single 
Family Dwelling.  The Plan Commission held a public hearing on March 24, 2022 and approved to give the request 
to re-zone a favorable recommendation.  The favorable recommendation includes one condition that the 
Petitioner donate 25’ feet of right-of-way.

Commissioner Fulwider moved to approve Ordinance 2022-17 Approving the Request of Richard Ewoldt and 
Rezoning a Certain Parcel of Land in the 1600 South block of County Road 325 West from Agricultural to 
Residential Seconded by Commissioner Guard. Commissioner Fulwider questioned the condition to donate 25’ of 
right-of-way.  Building Administrator Bonwell stated the donation coincides with the County’s Thoroughfare Plan 
to have 50’ of right-of-way.  Currently there is now only 33’.  The footage is from the center of the road. Motion 
passed 3-0 votes in favor.
Public Hearing:  Consider a Request to Re-Zone a 2 acre parcel of Real Property from Commercial to Agricultural


Building Administrator Marc Bonwell stated Petitioners Christopher and Debra Stokes filed a Re-Zone request of a 
2 acre parcel of real property located at 1020 E. Elm Street, Ladoga, IN from Commercial to Agricultural.  The 
property is not located in the town limits of Ladoga.  The Plan Commission held a public hearing on March 23, 
2022 and approved to give the request to re-zone the property from commercial to agricultural a favorable 
recommendation.  Co-Petitioner Debra Stokes, 6069 E S.R. 234, Ladoga, IN appeared before Commissioners 
and did not make any comments.

2nd Reading: Ordinance 2022-12 - Adopting Updated Investment Policy - Previous policy expires by its own 
terms on 5-15-22.  Updated policy will continue to invest public funds for highest investment return with 
maximum security.  Commissioner Guard moved to approve Ordinance 2022-12 – Adopting Updated Investment 
Policy.  Seconded by Commissioner Fulwider.  Motion passed 3-0 votes in favor.
 


2nd Reading: Ordinance 2022-14 - Adopting County Logo - Adoption of newly developed County Logo for 
branding and other marketing efforts.  Commissioner Fulwider moved to approve Ordinance 2022-14 – Adopting 
County Logo.  Seconded by Commissioner Guard.  Motion passed 3-0 votes in favor.
 

2nd Reading: Ordinance 2022-15 - Amending Emergency Management Code, Renaming Department, and Adopting Logo - Montgomery County Advisory Council recently approved the renaming of the Department to the Emergency Management and Homeland Security Department and adopts a new logo for the Department.  Commissioner Guard moved to approve Ordinance 2022-15 – Amending Emergency Management Code, Renaming Department, and Adopting Logo .  Seconded by Commissioner Fulwider.  Motion passed 3-0 votes in favor.
Introduction:  Ordinance 2022-16 – Flood Plain Ordinance
Attorney Taylor explained due to the recent change in the legislature governing flood plains, the current Chapter 151 County Flood Plain Ordinance.  Changes include critical facilities language protection, repetitive loss, time of elevation certificates on construction process, clean fill requirements, subdivision standards for SFHA.

Commissioner Guard moved to Proclaim, Friday, April 29, 2022 as Arbor Day in Montgomery County, Indiana.  
Seconded by Commissioner Fulwider.  Motion passed 3-0 votes in favor.
