MONTGOMERY COUNTY COMMISSIONER MEETING

MONDAY, AUGUST 27, 2018
The Montgomery County Commissioners met in regular session on Monday, August 27, 2018 at 8:00 am at the Montgomery County Courthouse, 100 E. Main Street – Room 103, Crawfordsville, Indiana.
Present were Board members Commissioner James Fulwider, Commissioner Phil Bane and Commissioner John Frey. I.   Call to Order:
Commissioner Board President James Fulwider called the meeting to order @ 8:00 am and led the Pledge of Allegiance and Jim Capehart led the prayer.

A.   Resolution 2018-12 – Approving the Sale and Sales Price of Real Property to the Indiana Municipal Power 
Agency – IMPA has requested to purchase property owned by the Commissioners of a 25-acre tract for $10,000 an acre.  Commissioner Frey moved to approve Resolution 2018-12 and seconded by Commissioner Bane.  Motion passed 3-0.  {See attached}
B.   Resolution 2018-13 – Resolution Approving Amendment of Rules of Procedure – The Resolution amends the Rules of Procedure relating to the “Public Comment” section(s) of its meeting agenda.  Commissioner Bane moved to approve and Commissioner Frey seconded.  Motion passed 3-0.  {See attached}
C.  West  Central Solid Waste Proxy Appointment – Commissioner Frey stated the Commissioners appointed Deanna Durrett as a Proxy for Commissioner Frey at the first of the year and since then had been notified that the by-laws of West Central Solid Waste do not allow appointment of a proxy.  New information has been obtained that stated yes, in fact, proxies can be appointed.  Commissioner Frey moved to appoint Deanna Durrett as his proxy on the West Central Solid Waste Board and seconded by Commissioner Bane.  Motion passed 3-0.
