MONTGOMERY COUNTY COMMISSIONER MEETING

MONDAY, OCTOBER 8, 2018
The Montgomery County Commissioners met in regular session on Monday, October 8, 2018 at 8:00 am at the Montgomery County Courthouse, 100 E. Main Street – Room 103, Crawfordsville, Indiana.
Present were Board members Commissioner James Fulwider and Commissioner John Frey. I.   Call to Order:
Commissioner Board President James Fulwider called the meeting to order @ 8:00 am and led the Pledge of Allegiance and Jim Capehart led the prayer.   
II.   Approval of Minutes – September 10, 2018 & September 24, 2018 - Regular Meeting 
Commissioner Frey moved to approve the September 10, 2018 & September 24, 2018 minutes and seconded by Commissioner Fulwider.  Motion passed 2-0.
V.  Approval of Claims:
Commissioner Frey moved to approve County General claims - $1,185,625.98; and Payroll - $337,804.70 and seconded by Commissioner Fulwider.  Motion passed 2-0.
IV.  Department Head Reports


A.  Clerk’s Office – Imaging Office Systems, Inc. - $7,769 Grand Total; Year 2 $695 Maintenance

Commissioner Frey moved to approve the Imaging Office Systems, Inc. agreement and seconded by 
Commissioner Fulwider.  Motion passed 2-0. {Imaging Office Systems, Inc. Agreement}

B.  LEPC Hazardous Materials Emergency Response Plan Order of Promulgation 

Commissioner Frey moved to approve the updates and seconded by Commissioner Fulwider.  Motion passed 2-0.


County Engineer Jim Peck reported progress on the various projects that he has been working including the 
INDOT TRAX Program; Community Crossings; completition of Bridge Inventory by American Structurepoint; 
Bridge Replacements, leases for berming and ditching; Regional Sewer District; Redevelopment Commission;  
Space planning program; and his involvement in a Federal Highway Local Road Safety Study. 

C.  On-Call Bridge Engineering Agreement – American Structurepoint – Bridge Asset Management

Attorney Dan Taylor advised that he has reviewed the contract and have some concerns on the language in the 
contract.  Those concerns have been forwarded to American Structurepoint for revisions.  Attorney Taylor 
recommended approval upon legal review.  Commissioner Frey moved to approve the On-Call Bridge


Engineering Agreement with the revisions proposed and seconded by Commissioner Fulwider.  Motion passed

D.  BLN Two-Way Traffic Counts – Country Club Road - $11,300

not continue with the federal aide project on Country Club Road.  Attorney Dan Taylor advised that he has 
reviewed the contract and have some concerns on the language in the contract.  Those concerns have been 
forwarded to BLN for revisions.  Commissioner Frey moved to approve the BLN Two-Way Traffic Count Proposal

with the revisions proposed and seconded by Commissioner Fulwider.  Motion passed 2-0.
