
MINUTES

MONTGOMERY COUNTY COMMISSIONER MEETING

MONDAY, SEPTEMBER 10, 2018
The Montgomery County Commissioners met in regular session on Monday, September 10, 2018 at 8:00 am at the Crawfordsville City Building,  300 E. Pike Street, Crawfordsville, Indiana.
Present were Board members Commissioner James Fulwider, Commissioner Phil Bane and Commissioner John Frey.  Also present Board Attorney Dan Taylor; Auditor Jennifer Andel; Building Administrator Marc Bonwell;  County Engineer Jim Peck; Treasurer Janet Johnson; E911 Director Beth Sessions; Chief Probation Officer Andria Giegle and Commissioners Executive Assistant Lori Dossett. 
I.   Call to Order:
Commissioner Board President James Fulwider called the meeting to order @ 8:00 am and led the Pledge of Allegiance and Jim Capehart led the prayer.  
II.   Consideration of Roaming Bison WECS Agreement

Commissioners have been presented with Proposed Roaming Bison Agreements presented to the 
Commissioners:  Economic Development; Land Use; Decommissioning.  Commissioner Fulwider stated that after 
review of the agreements he has several concerns regarding vesting being locked in for five years.


*Economic Development Agreement: 


3.03  Tax Abatement – Commissioners do not control tax abatements.  Abatements are controlled by the County 
Council.

7.01  Accellerated vesting 


*Road Use Agreement:


1.D No maps have been provided of where turbines will be located.


19   Excel Vesting


Twelve months to remove the structure – sits idle for 12 months.

4.C   Adjust financial every five years.


10   Accelerating Vesting – Adjustments for taxpayer needs.


Commissioner Bane stated the Decommissioning Agreement is not acceptable the way it has been presented.  
With the decommissioning and scrap values today could put the County at risk for liability  and the agreement 
needs to be cleaned up.  Whole process see fareness for landowners, fairness for County, employees and 
fairness to companies.  All aspects should be considered and talk about extremes.  


Commissioners recommended that Roaming Bison request to get on the Council Agenda regarding tax 
abatements.  Commissioner Fulwider stated that the agreements as they have been presented contain several 
matters which are not in compliance with the County Ordinance.  The main job for the Commissioners is to 
reach agreements which are in the best interest of Montgomery County.  Commissioner Fulwider asked for 
discussion from the public.  The following members of the public came forward with a comment against 
the 
proposed Roaming Bison Agreements: Councilman Mark Davidson, Seth Howell, April Johnson, 
Judy Redmon, 
Bill Milam, Josh Bronough, Miriah Mershon, Kim Lough, Brian Parking, Rich Watkins, Shannon 
Halgers.  

Erin Baker – APEX requested clarification regarding the agreements and added that the company can move 
forward without tax abatements.  There isn’t a finite layout of the turbines for the Road Use.  Mark Barclay 
participant stated that a lot of negative responses given do not take into account the farm community is 
struggling.

Commissioner Frey moved to not move forward with the Roaming Bison Agreements and seconded by 
Commissioner Bane.  Motion carried.  Motion passed 3-0.
III.    Approval of Minutes – August 27, 2018 Regular Meeting 
Commissioner Bane moved to approve the August 27, 2018 minutes and seconded by Commissioner Frey.  Motion passed 3-0.
V.  Approval of Claims:
Commissioner Bane moved to approve County General claims - $269,732.53; Payroll - $336,713.87 and seconded by Commissioner Frey.  Motion passed 3-0.
IV.   Old Business:
Erosion Control Bid Award – Roger Azar from Deckard Engineering has reviewed the bids and the lowest bid was received from Conner Excavating.  Commissioner Bane moved to approve the Conner Excavating bid and seconded by Commissioner Frey.  Motion passed 3-0.
V.    New Business:
A.   Resolution 2018-14 – Amending  Title VI Nondiscrimination Implementation Plan and Policy – Appendix H – iSpeak Cards 
The County ADA/Title VI Coordinator has been notified by INDOT that the County’s Title VI Implementation Plan did not include the iSpeak Cards – Limited English Proficiency.  Commissioner Frey moved to approve Resolution 2018-14 and seconded by Commissioner Bane.  Motion passed 3-0.  {Resolution 2018-14}
B.  Introduction Ordinance 2018-25 – Amending Certain Speed Limits on County Roads

Proposing the speed limit on CR225W between Country Club Road and Black Creek Valley Road should be changed to 45 mph.  The speed limit on CR200 South between SR47 and CR200 West changed to 40 mph.

C.  Introduction Ordinance 2018-26 – Amending Permit Requirements for Wind Energy Conversion Systems
“Chapter 155.10A Building Commissioner may not issue a permit if the Economic Development Agreement, Road Use Agreement or Decommissioning Agreement entered into by and between the Board of Commissioners and the applicant was executed more than two (2) years prior to the date of the permit application.”

Commissioner Frey moved to suspend the rules and add 2nd Reading Ordinance 2018-26 to the agenda and seconded by Commissioner Bane.  Motion passed 3-0.

D.  2nd Reading Ordinance 2018-26 – Amending Permit Requirements for Wind Energy Conversion Systems – Commissioner Frey moved to approve Ordinance 2018-26 as presented and seconded by Commissioner Bane.  Motion passed 3-0.
E.  2019 West Central Solid Waste Commitment/Annual Contribution $58,186 – Commissioner Frey moved to table and seconded by Commissioner Bane.  Motion passed 3-0.  
F.  USI Consultants Proposal Preliminary Engineering Nucor Road at US136 – County Engineer Jim Peck advised USI Consultants  have presented a proposal to prepare contract documents, and an opinion of probable cost for the Nucor Road at US136 project.  Commissioner Bane moved to approve the USI Consultants Agreement and seconded by Commissioner Frey.  Motion passed 3-0.
G.  Memorandum of Understanding and Agreement Association of Indiana Counties Tax Refund Exchange and Compliance System – The Association of Indiana Counties will be acting as the Indiana Local Government Debt Setoff Clearinghouse.  I.C. Code 6.8.1-9-5 authorizes the Indiana Department of Revenue and claimant agencies to cooperate in identifying debtors and obtaining a setoff tax refunds to satisfy, in whole or in part, a debt owed to the claimant agency.  Commissioner Frey moved to approve the Memorandum Of Understanding and Agreement Association of Indiana Counties Tax Refund Exchange and Compliance System as presented and Commissioner Bane seconded.  Motion passed 3-0.

There being no further business, Commissioner Frey moved to adjourn and Commissioner Bane seconded.  Motion passed 3-0.  Meeting adjourned at 9:11 am.
