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MINUTES

MONTGOMERY COUNTY COMMISSIONER MEETING

MONDAY, JANUARY 25, 2016
The Montgomery County Commissioners met on Monday, January 25, 2016 at the Montgomery County Courthouse, 100 E. Main Street – Room 103, Crawfordsville, Indiana.  In attendance were Board of Commissioners President Jim Fulwider; Vice President Phil Bane; and Commissioner Terry Hockersmith.

Call to Order:

Commission Board President Jim Fulwider called the meeting to order @ 9:00 am and led the Pledge of Allegiance and Mike Emmert led the prayer.
Moment of Silence: 

Commissioner Hockersmith requested a moment of silence in honor of the recent passing of former Commissioner, Football Coach, friend… Ken Coudret.
Approval of Minutes:
A motion to approve the January 11, 2016 regular Commissioner meeting minutes and executive session was made by Commissioner Fulwider and seconded by Commissioner Hockersmith. VOTE: Fulwider-Yes; Bane-Yes; Hockersmith-yes; Motion carried.

Public Comment on Agenda Items:  None.
Open Bids – CR200S Extension Project:

County Attorney Dan Taylor opened the following bids:

JS McCullough Excavating - $1,280,522

Milestone - $1,197,063.87

Atlas Excavating - $1,353,740.62

Commissioner Hockersmith moved to take the bids under advisement and seconded by Commissioner Bane.  US Engineer Greg Wendling advised that the bids are approximately $50,000 under his engineers estimate.  He will review the bids and report back to the Commissioners later in the meeting if the bids are to specifications and will request a Notice to Proceed for the Utilities.  VOTE: Fulwider-Yes; Bane-Yes; Hockersmith-yes; Motion carried.
Public Hearing – County interest in leasing storage space @ 120 South Green Street 
Board President Fulwider opened the public hearing @ 9:10 am.  President Fulwider advised that a market analysis has been obtained and a fair rental value would be $400 per month.  Kalay Colley stated that there is storage in the attic at Binford Street that could be utilized. Ms. Colley was advised that there is an issue of climate control that has to be addressed.  Rick DeWitt commented that he thinks that the Commissioners should check into using the probation department space.  Hearing no further comments, Board President Fulwider closed the hearing @ 9:12 am.  The lease will be on the February 8th agenda for approval.

Joint Proclamation – Sam Jackman Day – January 26, 2016
Commissioner Bane read the following Joint Proclamation into the record:

WHEREAS, Sam has the mental fortitude, drive, and determination that can only be characterized by a single word: GRIT; and 

WHEREAS, “grit” is defined as the raw endurance, perseverance and passion that keep you going despite the obstacles; and 

WHEREAS, Sam continues to remain extremely humble and encouraging even in light of overcoming numerous obstacles from his fight against AML, serving as a role model for others of all ages; and

WHEREAS, Sam’s qualities of leadership, excellence, humility, and grit will serve him well in his future endeavors as a lawyer; and 

NOW THEREFORE: I, Todd D. Barton, Mayor of the City of Crawfordsville; and we, the undersigned Commissioners of Montgomery County, Indiana, do hereby proclaim January 26, 2016 as Sam Jackman Day in the City of Crawfordsville and Montgomery County, and urge all citizens to wear orange on Sam Jackman Day to show their support for this incredible young man in his fight against AML.

D. County Attorney Dan Taylor – Attorney Taylor advised that the Jail Facility Building Corporation met this morning and for their annual meeting.  This marks their 13th year serving on the Board:  Russ Ruby-President, Marian Lindow and Roger Kunkel.

F. Building Administrator Marc Bonwell – No report.
G. Health Administrator Amber Reed – Administrator Reed advised that her department continues to work on the  Public Health Accreditation with various other entities including: Wabash College, Purdue University, Fairbanks School of Public Health which will afford the ability to apply for funding.  There will be plans, policy and procedures which will lend to approving the overall process.  
H. Highway Director Rod Jenkins – 
Request for quotes for mini excavator – Commissioner Hockersmith moved to approve to issue a Request for Quotes for a mini excavator and seconded by Commissioner.  VOTE: Fulwider-Yes; Bane-Yes; Hockersmith-Yes.  Motion carried.
CR200S Extension Project – USI Engineer Greg Wendling reported that he has reviewed the bids and all of the required documents have been submitted and requested that the Commissioners approve a Notice to Proceed for Utilities.  Commissioner Bane moved to approve the Notice to Proceed and seconded by Commissioner Hockersmith. VOTE: Fulwider-Yes; Bane-Yes; Hockersmith-Yes.  Motion carried. 
I. Clerk Jennifer Bentley – Election Equipment Financing – Clerk Bentley advised that she has reviewed the bids and HHSB has submitted the lowest bid in the amount of $59,779.40 per year.  Commissioner Bane moved to approve the recommendation of Clerk Bentley to approve HHSB and seconded by Commissioner Fulwider.  VOTE: Fulwider-Yes; Bane-Yes; Hockersmith-abstain.  Motion carried.
Transfers – Clerk’s Budget – Commissioner Bane moved to suspend the rules and add two transfer approvals to the agenda and seconded by Commissioner Hockersmith. VOTE: Fulwider-Yes; Bane-Yes; Hockersmith-Yes.  Motion carried.
Commissioner Bane moved to approve transfer of $810 Freight & Express #1000.0104.430.432.0.0011 to Maintenance/Contracts #1000.0104.430.431.0.0022 and $11,340 Printing & Ballots #1000.0104.430.433.0.0041 to Maintenance/Contracts #1000.0104.430.431.0.0022 and seconded by Commissioner Hockersmith. B. Ordinance 2016-2 – Amending Chapter 70 of the Montgomery County Code of Ordinances to Remove Stop Signs at CR550E and CR300S – Commissioner Hockersmith moved to approve Ordinance 2016-2 and seconded by Commissioner Bane.  VOTE: Fulwider-Yes; Bane-Yes; Hockersmith-Yes.  Motion carried.  {Ordinance 2016-2 – Amending Chapter 70 of the Montgomery County Code of Ordinances to Remove Stop Signs at CR55E and CR300S}
C. Ordinance 2016-3 – Amending Section 71 of the County Code Regarding Courthouse Parking Lot Rules and Regulation.  Commissioner Bane moved to approve Ordinance 2016-3 and seconded by Commissioner Hockersmith.  VOTE: Fulwider-Yes; Bane-Yes; Hockersmith-Yes.  Motion carried.  {Ordinance 2016-3 Amending Section 71 of the County Code Regarding Courthouse Parking Lot Rules and Regulation}
D. Ordinance 2016-4 – Establishing the Courthouse Improvement Donation Fund.  Commissioner Bane moved to approve Ordinance 2016-4 and seconded by Commissioner Hockersmith.  Commissioner Hockersmith questioned if a fund could be established for citizens whom feel that they do not pay enough in property taxes and would wish to contribute funds to the County.  Attorney Taylor advised that a fund could be set up for that purposes.  VOTE: Fulwider-Yes; Bane-Yes; Hockersmith-Yes.  Motion carried.  {Ordinance 2016-4 Establishing the Courthouse Improvement Donation Fund}
E. 303 Binford Street Property – Commissioner Fulwider stated that he has received two proposals from Tim Congleton: Option 1-10-year lease @ $500 per month and taxes & insurance to be reimbursed by the County on a net type basis with an option for another 10-year for another term.  Option 2 - $450 per month for 20 years with a $1 buyout and same net terms.  Commissioner Fulwider asked for input from the Commissioners.  Attorney Taylor stated that there are special rules for long-term leases that have to be approved by the DLGF and advised that he will review the proposals to different options to see what they would require the County to do.   The matter will remain under Old Business.
F. 2016 Board/Committee Appointments – The Commissioners have received names of citizens on the Democratic Party that have expressed an interest in filling vacancies on various committees.  The citizens will be sent a questionnaire regarding their interest and qualifications for the appointment.  The matter will remain under Old Business.

A. Sales Order/Service Agreement – Van Ausdall & Farrar – Scanning Equipment & Software – Prosecutor’s Office 
Commissioner Bane moved to approve the Sales Order/Service Agreement with Van Ausdal & Farrar and seconded by Commissioner Hockersmith.  VOTE: Fulwider-Yes; Bane-Yes; Hockersmith-Yes.  Motion carried.
Other Business  
Commissioner Hockersmith requested that the Commissioners approve the appointment of Juan Wilson to the West Central Solid Waste Citizens Advisory Committee.  Commissioner Hockersmith moved to suspend the rules to add an agenda item and seconded by Commissioner Bane. VOTE: Fulwider-Yes; Bane-Yes; Hockersmith-Yes.  Motion carried. 

Commissioner Hockersmith moved to appoint Juan Wilson to the West Central Solid Waste Citizens Advisory Committee and seconded by Commissioner Bane.  VOTE: Fulwider-Yes; Bane-Yes; Hockersmith-Yes.  Motion carried.
Auditor Andel requested an update on a claim for American Water in the amount of $5,648.62.  Commissioner Fulwider stated that Robb Williamson has been contacted and advised that the County has a $5,000 deductible.  Commissioner Bane moved to pay the claim and submit the invoice to the contractor for reimbursement and seconded by Commissioner Hockersmith. VOTE: Fulwider-Yes; Bane-Yes; Hockersmith-Yes.  Motion carried.
