MONTGOMERY COUNTY COMMISSIONER MEETING

MONDAY, JANUARY 11, 2016
The Montgomery County Commissioners met on Monday, January 11, 2016 at the Montgomery County Courthouse, 100 E. Main Street – Room 103, Crawfordsville, Indiana.  In attendance were Board of Commissioners President Phil Bane; Vice President Terry Hockersmith; and Commissioner Jim Fulwider.

Call to Order:

Commission Board President Phil Bane called the meeting to order @ 9:00 am and led the Pledge of Allegiance and Daryl Hobson led the prayer.
Approval of Minutes:
A motion to approve the December 28, 2015 regular Commissioner meeting minutes and executive session was made by Commissioner Fulwider and seconded by Commissioner Hockersmith. VOTE: Bane-Yes; Hockersmith-Yes; Fulwider-yes; Motion carried.

Election of Officers:
President – Commissioner Bane moved to appoint Jim Fulwider as President.  Bane-Yes; Hockersmith-Yes; Fulwider-abstain.  Motion carried.

Vice President – Commissioner Fulwider moved to appoint Phil Bane as Vice President.  Fulwider-Yes; Bane-abstained; Hockersmith-Yes.  Motion carried.
Public Comment on Agenda Items – None.
Staff Reports: 
A. Auditor’s Report – County General & Other Claims - $282,875.19; payroll - $284,361.10.  A motion to approve the claims was made by Commissioner Hockersmith and seconded by Commissioner Bane.  Commissioner Hockersmith questioned why the County is responsible for a $5,648.62 claim to American Water.  The bill is a result of a broken water line located on the County’s property.  Commissioners discussed submitting the bill to both the County’s insurance as well as the Contractor’s insurance.  Claims approved with the exception of the American Water claim in the amount of $5,648.62.  VOTE: Fulwider-Yes; Bane-Yes; Hockersmith-Yes.  Motion carried.

VOTE: Fulwider-Yes; Bane-Yes; Hockersmith-Yes.  Motion carried.  
B. 303 Binford Street Property – Tim Congleton discussed with Commissioners various options for the property including a Triple-Net Lease wherein the Commissioners would lease the property from Mr. Congelton and his partner and the County agreed to demolish the structure and pave the property for a parking lot for the Probation Department employees.  Attorney Taylor added that a tax payer petition will be needed.  Mr. Congelton will report back to the Commissioners with a proposed lease amount for the property.
