The Montgomery County Plan Commission met on Tuesday February 10th, 2026.  Members present were  Steve Canfield, Steve Loy, Tom Cummins, Jake Bohlander, and Tom McClamroch.  Staff members present were Marc Bonwell and Dan Taylor.

The meeting was called to order at 4:00 PM.  The first order of business was the election of officers for 2026.  Steve Loy made a motion to retain the present officers.  The motion was seconded by Tom McClamroch.  Motion passed 5-0 making Jake Bohlander, President.  Steve Canfield, Vice President and Marc Bonwell, Secretary.

Tom McClamroch made a motion for approve the December 9, 2026 minutes.  The motion was seconded by Jake Bohlander.  Motion carried 5-0.

DPR 2026-1:  Development Plan for Dollar General Linden

Located on the northeast corner of 1100 N and US Highway 231 N, the proposed site is a 2.5-acre site with access on 1100 N, just east of US 231.  The property was recently zoned commercial. 

The applicants are requesting approval of the Development Plan.  As the applicant has met all relevant ordinances, the Staff recommends approval.

The public hearing was opened at 4:04 PM.  There being no public comments, the public hearing was closed at 4:04 PM.

Jake Bohlander made a motion to approve the request.  The motion was seconded by Steve Loy.  Motion carried 5-0.

SD2026-1:  Final Plat approval of Sowder/Slavens Minor Plat.

The property is located east of 3510 E 150 S.  The Petitioner is requesting final Plat approval.  The proposed plat splits a 3.5-acre parcel for a 31-acre classified forest parcel on 150 S.  The petitioner wishes to split the property for the purpose of conveying the 3.5 acres to Slavens for a single-family-dwelling lot.  The classified forest distinction required the owner to make 10 years in arrears in property tax payment in order to declassify.  The property is accessed from 150 S and has the required frontage. A Montgomery County right-of-way permit will be required for the entrance and the Zoning Department suggests the new entrance to be cleared east and west for sight line on 150 S.
The Petitioner has submitted all items necessary for Minor Plat approval.  The request meets the Final Plat requirements for a Minor Plat.  The Plat conforms to the Comprehensive Plan of Montgomery County.  The Staff recommends approval of the Final Plat of Sowder/Slavens Minor Plat.

The Public Hearing was opened at 4:08 PM and closed at 4:08 PM due to no public comment.

Steve Loy made a motion to approve the Final Plat.  The motion was seconded by Steve Canfield.  Motion carried 5-0.

RZ2026-1:  Re-zone from Agricultural to Industrial 

The Petitioner, Fugate Stock Farms is asking for a rezone of land from agricultural to industrial.  The land is located in the 2000 E block of 1200 N two miles east of US 231.  The parcel is a 2.7-acre site that was subdivided through the subdivision process of the SCO.  The subdivision was approved by the Plan Commission on September 9, 2025.  The parcels are currently used as row crop and the adjacent properties are agricultural property.  The proposed purpose for the rezone is for a Carbon Sequestration injection site.  

The Staff recommends a favorable recommendation be sent to the County Commissioners with the following conditions:     
1) The Petitioner is required to secure Special Exception and a Setback Variance from the BZA prior to the Commissioners hearing the Rezone request.
2)  An Industrial rezone is only applicable for the purpose of Carbon Sequestration and no other uses are allowed.

After the Board asked several questions that were answered by Jennifer O’Keefe, representing the petitioners the Public Hearing was opened at 4:26 PM.  Roger Azar had a question regarding vapor intrusion that was answered by Jennifer O’Keefe.  There being no further public input, the public hearing was closed at 4:28 PM. 

Steve Loy made a motion to send a favorable recommendation with the two conditions suggested by the Staff.  The motion was seconded by Tom Cummins.  Motion carried 5-0.

Bonnie Plant Farm Drainage Plan:

The public hearing was opened at 4:32 PM and closed at 4:33 PM due to no public comments.

Jake Bohlander made a motion to approve.  The motion was seconded by Steve Canfield.  Motion carried 5-0.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
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
