Remnant Defendant Opioid Settlement

The Health Department requesting to establish two new funds for the Six 
Remnant Defendant Opioid Settlement. Specifically, we are requesting the 
funds be named ñRestricted Six Remnant Defendant Settlementò and 
ñUnrestricted Six Remnant Defendant Settlementò.

On March 23, 2026, the Commissioners opted in to participate in this 
additional opioid settlement (contract attached). The funds from this new 
settlement need to be kept separate from the existing ñOpioid Settlementò 
funds (Funds 1237, 1238). Also attached are the approved uses for the 
Opioid Settlement funds.

The Health Department has been tasked as the fund overseer/assigned 
county department for the opioid funds. (The Drug Free Montgomery County 
Leadership Team is tasked with funding oversight and management, but they 
are not a county department, so the Health Dept is assigned the actual 
fund.) A formal proposal regarding these new funds is forthcoming from the 
Drug Free Montgomery County Leadership Team via Diamond Justus for the 
July Commissioner meeting.

It is unknown when the Six Remnant Defendant Settlement funds will be 
received, but we wanted to ensure the funds were established within LOW 
(receipt line). No expenditures will occur as a formalized plan must first be 
approved by the Commissioners.

The Six Remnant Defendant Opioid Settlement exact award amount 
(settlement, not a grant) is not identified, other than as a National Allocation 
% of 0.0082141715% (page 48 of attached Allocation Execution document), 
but the amount will be determined once all entities opt-in/decline. This 
settlement is like the current Opioid Settlement established (funds 1237, 
1238) and will adhere to the same usage guidelines (Opioid Principles doc 
attached) and remediation uses (Remediation Uses attached).
